European Veterinary Legislation focusses on animals kept for farming purposes. Concerning companion animals, such
as dogs and cats, it is missing out animal welfare aspects. This is because the legal competence of the EU is — up to
now - almost limited to health and trade issues.

However, the general provision of Art. 13 of the Treaty of the Function of the EU (TFEU) though is stating animals as
sentient beings. This ethical term is not limited to certain species and is to be applied to all animals: human responsibil-
ity for animals cannot be divided by species.

In Europe, not all dogs and cats are kept in private households and under sufficient conditions. Often they are aban-
doned, forced to live on the street or brought to animal shelters. In some Member States with canine and feline over-
population, these animals suffer from brutal treatment or strong neglect.

Cats and dogs belong to the eldest domesticated animal species since 35 000 years. In the 21th century, killing of stray
animals is no more accepted uncritically all over Europe. The discussion about the situation of stray animals in Europe
has therefore become a highly important topic for a vast majority of European citizens. NGOs are supporting reasonable
solutions for stray animals by sustainable neutring projects, running shelters and promoting adoptions. Recently, first
Member States have started National Action Plans

Together with experts from several Member States, Members of European Parliament, the European Commission, Sci-
entists, European Veterinary Associations and NGOs we would like to discuss sustainable and feasible solutions within
Europe to control canine stray populations.
